He has
ministered as a missionary, pastor, and
associate pastor to a diverse population in
Africa and the United States, including in
the Archdiocese of Newark, New Jersey
and the Diocese of Portland, Maine. He
graduated  from  the  counseling
psychology doctoral program at Seton
Hall University, NJ in 2010, and taught
there as an adjunct professor in 2014. He
joined the Southdown Institute in April
2020 as a member of the clinical team,
which serves clergy, women, and men
religious, as well as lay ecclesial ministers
of both the Catholic Church and some
Christian denominations. He has written

and published several psychological
articles 1n academic journals and has
engaged in presentations both locally and
internationally. He 1s fluent in French and
a few African languages. He loves meeting
people and learning about different
cultures. He 1s a football and soccer fan.
He also enjoys different genres of music as
well as snowshoeing and cross-country
music. Although he 1s fascinated by ice
hockey, he 1s trying to understand how
“boxing” was incorporated into the game
of ice hockey.
